Viking QR Trail Teacher’s Notes

To do this, you will need to:
· Print off the Question sheet, 
· Print the QR codes and cut them up,
· Have mobile devices that can scan QR codes (Apple and Android devices work fine)
· iPads should be able to scan the codes just using the Camera. Android devices may need to download a QR Code scanning app from the Play Store.
Once you have printed off the QR Codes and cut them up, place them around your classroom/area for the children to find. Leaving the Question Number at the bottom will help them write the answers in the correct place, but taking them off will provide more of a challenge if you have an able class.
[bookmark: _GoBack]The first letter from the first answer in each set of questions should be written at the bottom and will spell out the related word ‘YGGDRASIL’. The second answer from each set is just for bonus points if you wish to use them.
Questions that have 2 QR Codes include a video which will give the answer to the FIRST question in each set. The videos are hosted on YouTube so you will need access to that through either a browser or the YouTube app for them to work properly.
