	1
To understand the struggle for control of Britain after the Romans left around 410AD
	Britain after the Romans

Use the ‘Britain after the Romans’ PPT (L2 – Resources) to help explain the state of Britain during Roman occupation and afterwards. Ask if anyone knows what ‘occupation’ means?

Start by looking at Roman rule and some of the things that they brought to Britain – what do you think this meant for us as a country?

Use the Mozaik3D/Mozaweb.com ‘Animation’ tab on the ‘Provinces and Settlements of Ancient Rome’ scene to show the growth of the Empire over the centuries. (See attached Mozaik3D Helpsheet)

Come back to the ppt and explain how the Roman Empire, given its size, was attacked multiple times over the centuries. Use the map on the ppt to show this, but focus mainly on the ‘Goths’ attacks as this was largely what caused the end of Roman Britain. The nomadic Goths from Northern Europe attacked the Empire and eventually sacked Rome around 410AD, which caused the Empire to pull its armies back.

Watch the animation on the PPT and pause it pretty much straight away to show the size of the empire in 360AD. Highlight Britain as being a part of that. Look at 405AD and how the empire had split into 2 because of a civil war amongst themselves – what impact do you think this had on the Roman empire? Note by 420AD how Britain and much of Northern Europe had been lost to the empire and that by 480AD pretty much ALL of Northern Europe had been lost. Watch the rest of the clip to show how the empire fell and grew until around 1095 which is when most of the empire was finally lost.

Explain how this was a massive problem for Britain – left defenceless against raiders, country was quite wealthy and good for farming and trading which others wanted etc.

Highlight the rise of Vortigern and the unification of the South against the northern Picts and Scots and them calling for Saxon brothers Hengist and Horsa to come and help defend against them. Watch the Horrible Histories clip to help explain this.

Task

Chn will write to Hengist and Horsa asking them to come and help defend Britain against the attackers.

To use the information sheet provided to effectively convey the reasons WHY the Britons need assistance from raiders and invaders


Extension: Chn to write a quick response from Hengist and Horsa stating why they will/won’t come to help – what are the risks, what will they gain etc.

Plenary

Chn read out their letters. The rest of the class feedback on whether they included the correct information and if they feel the tone was right. What could they have done to have improved it?

	2
To be able to place Anglo-Saxon and Viking Britain periods of rule into a coherent chronological framework
	When did the AS and V exist?
Introduce the idea of the AS and V as invaders. What is the difference between an ‘invader’, ‘a raider’ and a ‘settler’? Chn discuss and feedback. Had Britain been raided, invaded or settled in previously? Highlight that the Romans did exactly this. Explain that the Romans, Angles, Saxons and Vikings all followed the same pattern and started off as raiders, then became invaders and then settlers. 

Bring up the KS2 timeline (physical or digital) to show the periods of history that they have learnt about so far:

· British Stone, Bronze and Iron Ages,

· Roman Britain.

· Indus Valley,

· Ancient Sumer,

· Shang Dynasty,

· Ancient Egypt and

· Ancient Greeks

Give chn time to discuss what they see from the timeline – periods overlapping, any similarities or differences between any of the periods etc.

Watch the ‘Anglo-Saxon and Viking Reports’ from the Horrible Histories clips to show how there was a constant struggle between the AS and V and the division of England after the Romans leave into lots of different Kingdoms. Pause it at key moments to explain what had happened.

Explain that the chn are now going to put these periods into chronological order to better understand when this all took place. 

Task

Chn to complete timeline activity placing on the civilisations that they’ve studied so far:

Stone Age (3000BC – 2500BC)

Bronze Age (2500BC – 800BC)

Iron Age (800BC – 43AD)

Roman Britain (43AD - 410AD)

Ancient Egypt (3100BC - 550BC)

Indus Valley (2600BC – 1300BC)

Shang Dynasty (1600BC – 1046BC)

Ancient Sumer (3500BC – 2000BC)

Ancient Greece (1200BC – 146BC)

Anglo-Saxon Britain (450AD – 1066AD)

Viking Britain (800AD – 1066AD)

Use the ‘Expected Timeline’ and ‘Timeline Cards’ sheets. Chn to cut out the cards and place them onto the timeline with a degree of accuracy. Chn to use a ruler from the bottom timeline to help them with accuracy. To then write a few simple sentences about the timeline as GD above. Chn to also write a few sentences about how Britain changed under the AS and the constant battles between AS and V.

Plenary

Recap on how Britain changed and some of the time periods that this happened in. When did the AS come? When did the V come? What happened when the V invaded and decided to stay?


	I can place AS and V Britain into a wider chronological context

	3
To understand the settlement of the Anglo-Saxons and Scots in northern Britain


	What did Anglo-Saxon and Scot settlement look like?

Recap on how the Anglo-Saxons came to Britain BEFORE the Vikings using the timelines from the previous session. Who was here before the Anglo-Saxons? (Romans, Britons, Scots) Recap on how people like Hengist and Horsa were invited (according to the myth) to help fight off people like the Scots who had been coming across from Ireland. Recap on how the Romans never managed to conquer Scotland (not known as that until around 843AD) and built Hadrian’s Wall and the Antonine Wall to try and stop them. The Picts who lived there then tried to push for other territories once the Romans had left.

Explain that the situation becomes complicated though because there were lots of people over the course of time who wanted to settle in what we now know as Scotland. The main people to live there were the Picts, but they didn’t keep written records so what we know of them comes from other people like the Romans. However, around 400AD, some Irish people known as the Scotti started settling on the west coast where the Picts lived. Over time, they took more and more land and moved their homeland of Delriada into what is now Scotland by around 500AD. To the south of modern-day Scotland, the Angles, Saxons and Jutes had started to create kingdoms which helped unify the country more than it had been before – these were now big chunks of land ruled by one king in each kingdom rather than lots of little tribes with lots of different kings and leaders. The kingdom of Northumbria (‘north of the river Humber’) controlled large parts of modern-day Scotland. Life between the Picts, Scots and Angles wasn’t exactly easy and there were conflicts that broke out amongst them all over time. Unfortunately, ANOTHER group of people started settling in the north of modern-day Scotland – the Vikings! Due to the Vikings settling in the north and the east and the Angles pushing in from the south, the Picts and the Scots joined forces around 843AD to create a unified group. This was done under a man known as Kenneth Mac Alpine who was said to have been a descendent of both the Scots and the Picts, making him a good choice. Under him, they managed to expand their control and mark their territory to the borders of modern-day Scotland.

Use the PPT to help explain the situation and how the different groups settled over time. Then play ‘Trouble Makers’ (on PPT) to highlight how each different group was a problem for someone else and how fractured the whole situation was. Play it a few times until the chn are comfortable stating who caused problems for who and in which order. Use the ‘Correct’ and ‘Incorrect’ buttons to make it feel more like a game show.
Task
Chn to use the sheet (L3 – Resources) to help recount the idea of Trouble Maker, stating which group of people came in which order and who they were a problem for.

EXT: Chn to state why this was such a difficult situation and whether they think the Picts should have been left alone or not – did it work in their favour to have united with the Scots? What is that country known as now?

Plenary

Recap on the various orders and settlers to ensure chn have established it correctly. Throw one or two wrong answers in to see if the chn recognise this. Ask them who benefited from all of this? Did anyone? Was it right for Pictland to have been invaded and changed so much? What do they think the impact of this is? (DNA makeup of Scotland is very diverse with hints of most groups still present)

	I can identify the features of the Anglo-Saxon and Scot settlement of Britain

	4
To understand the various groups who invaded Britain after Roman occupation and why
	What kinds of people were they?
Use the AS Map (L4 - Resources) to show where the Angles, Saxons and Jutes came from and where the main AS Kingdoms that were set up (L4 – Resources). Chn discuss whether that is similar or different to today. Watch the videos about the AS and V:

Explain that the chn are going to be creating factfiles for both the AS and V to show what kinds of people they were, where they came from, when and why. Explain that they will need to use the iPads and the given websites to help them find the information.

Task

Chn to be given the criteria by which they investigate the AS and V on IWB:

(Picture to be stuck on each side)

Who are you: (AS/V)

Where are you from: (Germany, Denmark/ Norway, Denmark, Sweden)

Native religion: (Both pagan – followed Norse mythology but later converted to Christianity)

Type of people: (Farmer-warriors)

When did you come to Britain: (around 450AD/around 800AD)

Why come to Britain: (AS – Britain was undefended and had good soil, some were invited over to help defend against Scots and Picts; V – better farmland, overcrowding, lots of riches)

Where you settled in Britain: (Angles north and east; Saxons south and east; Jutes south west)

Chn to divide their page into 2 sides, one with AS and one with V. They then find and write down the information from these websites:

Chn to then choose 3 extra aspects for comparison between the 2 types of people from the websites

After that, chn to write a few sentences as to whether these two groups were similar or different and in which ways. Are there are reasons for similarities?

Plenary

Chn share what they have found out. What do they think about these 2 groups of people – were they the same or were they different? Would you be able to tell them apart from looking at them?

	5
To identify the fractious relationship between Anglo-Saxons and Vikings in Britain


	What was the relationship like between the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings? – First of 2 lessons
Recap on the relationship between the Picts, Scots, Saxons and Vikings – was it all peaceful? Recap on what the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings were known as – Farmer-warriors. What does the second half of that title suggest about them? Explain that the relationship between the Anglo-Saxons and the Vikings was VERY fragile and that there were huge chunks of conflict, but also times of peace. 
We know that the Anglo-Saxons fought each other when creating the kingdoms and that they didn’t always live peaceful lives at the best of times, but when the Vikings came, they were prepared to defend what had now become their lands. We know that the Vikings first started raiding parts of Britain around 790AD and continued doing so up until around 865AD when the Vikings sent something called ‘The Great Heathen Army.’ This was the largest force that the Vikings had sent to Britain (around 3,000 fighters) and showed that they wanted to stay, not just to raid. This meant that there were problems for the Anglo-Saxons because they had already been fighting amongst themselves for control of Britain and so the Vikings capitalised on this.
It started when the Great Heathen Army landed in Britain in 865AD and they managed to take the city of York by 867AD which was an enormous trading town, meaning that they had lots of access to food and people. They then headed back south where they met the powerful Kingdom of Wessex in 871AD. They traded blows with each other but had to head back north to York as there was unrest that needed to be sorted out. Eventually, they returned and managed to push the Anglo-Saxons back and take nearly every part of England, except a tiny part in the south west. This is where a significant individual came in: Alfred the Great. 
Highlight that he wasn’t known as ‘the Great’ when he was alive and he never knew about it, this was added many centuries after he had died. Alfred was the king of Wessex from 871 – 886AD. He then became the King of the Anglo-Saxons from 886AD until his death in 899AD. Alfred had been pushed back by the Vikings into hiding, but he was determined to fight back and not let the Vikings take over the entire country, so he managed to organise his soldiers and other local nobility to rally with him and they managed to push the Vikings back at the battle of Edington in 878AD. As part of this victory, the Viking leader at the time, Guthrum, was forced to become Christian and promise not to attack any more. He agreed to this and something was then set up called the Danelaw. This was an agreed chunk of land that belonged to the Vikings that was ‘gifted’ to them by Alfred. This was meant to keep them happy and stop them from attacking but it didn’t.
Task
Chn to pretend to be Alfred the Great and be interviewed about the Great Heathen Army and his resistance to them. (This can be written or recorded on an iPad using a crown and a blanket/sheet for Alfred.) Use the PPT and worksheet (Resources) to put the events into order to help scaffold the task. Chn to then use this to help them write the answers to the interview. The interviewer’s questions can be cut out and stuck in with the chn providing the appropriate responses using the events worksheet to help them:
‘Interviewer: So Alfred, that Great Heathen Army looked pretty menacing. How many soldiers do you think were in it and where did they go?' 
'Alfred: Well our reports tell us that there were about 3,000 fighters and they headed north to York.' 
'Interviewer: Why would they try to take over York?' 
'Alfred: Well it's a well-established city that is vital for trading. Lots of supplies and people go through there so they could keep themselves well-stocked.' Etc.
Ext: Chn to write a few sentences stating whether the Vikings deserved the Danelaw or not – why do they think they were given it and was it a mistake? Should the Anglo-Saxons have just driven them out of Britain?

Plenary

Chn share their interview answers and the rest of the class check for accuracy and offer feedback. Did they answer the questions correctly? Were the events in order?

	6

To identify the fractious relationship between Anglo-Saxons and Vikings in Britain


	What was the relationship like between the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings? – Second of 2 lessons
Recap on what the relationship between the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings was like from the previous session.  Highlight the back and forth of power and control between the two. Explain that we will now be looking at what happened after Alfred managed to push the Vikings back and established the Danelaw and the end of Anglo-Saxon and Viking Britain. Explain that this session is going to be based around the very important skill of ‘cause and effect.’ This means that something happened which led to some sort of impact. Chn to have scaffolding sheet to help them and to make notes as they go through the PPT. These can either be filled in as you go (either just filling in the effects or both cause AND effect – will take longer) or have the completed versions for them to follow throughout the input.
So what happened once Alfred had pushed the Vikings back from Wessex? Well, he did a number of important things that helped secure Wessex’s position and ensure that Britain didn’t fall into complete Viking control. He restructured the army so that fighters could be called up when needed, but still have enough people at home to keep jobs and the economy ticking over. He stressed the importance of education so that more people could read and write. He set up defensive forts along his kingdom and he made changes to the navy so that they could be the first line of defence against the Vikings and provide communication. These all proved their worth when conflicts with the Vikings started up again in 884, 892 and 896. What does this tell us about the Vikings and their desires to maintain peace and settle within the Danelaw? One of Alfred’s greatest successes was in aligning Wessex’s cause with that of a sense of ‘Englishness’ and encouraging others to stand up against the Vikings if they attacked.
Once Alfred had died in 899, his son Edward took over. There was a growing sense of strength in England and their ability to deal with Viking invasions. Edward built important forts and pushed the Vikings even further north than they had been by Alfred. Athelstan took over from Edward and he was EVEN more successful, recapturing York and absorbing Northumbria into his kingdom too. He even claimed to be the ruler of all Britain! Athelstan died in 937 and the Vikings recaptured York, but the last Viking ruler of York, Erik Bloodaxe was killed in 954, returning it back to the Anglo-Saxons.
Unfortunately, the Vikings sent an army of around 4,000 troops and battled with the Anglo-Saxons at a place called Maldon. This was famous more for the reaction of the battle than the battle itself. The then ruler of the Anglo-Saxons was Aethelred, who decided that the best thing to do would be to PAY the Vikings to stop attacking them. This was called Danegeld (gold for the Danes) and was paid for with taxes. This had been done before by other rulers, but not to this extent. The problem was, was that the Vikings only stopped for a little bit, attacked again and then asked for more money. Becoming annoyed by this, Aethlelred ordered a massacre of the Vikings to try and get rid of the elite rulers, but all this did was anger them even more, with them sending more attacks in revenge and forcing Aethelred to flee the country to France. This led to the Viking rule of all England under King Cnut. Watch the Horrible Histories clip (link at the bottom) to help explain. So essentially, did paying the Vikings do more harm than good? If they had just fought against them, could they have wiped them out instead of letting them stay? If they hadn’t have stayed, they might not have kept on attacking? If they hadn’t kept on attacking, Aethelred might not have tried to massacre them, eventually leading to his fleeing and handing over control to the Vikings?
Cnut took lots of land and titles from the English and gave them to Vikings instead to increase their control, but then gave some of them back as he realised that he needed them to help keep the country stable. He died in 1035 and was succeeded by Harthacnut. When he died in in 1042, Edward the Confessor (son of Aethelred who had left earlier) was brought over from France as Harthacnut had no sons to take his place. Edward was then the last Anglo-Saxon king of England. Having come from France though, he had lots of Norman friends and gave them positions of power. He died in 1066, but had promised his cousin William the Conqueror that he would be the next King of England. This is when William decided to invade England as other people also said that they had claims to be king such as Harold Godwinson (adviser to Edward, brother of Edwar’ds wife and claimed that Edward’s dying wish was for him to be king, but with no witnesses) and Harald Hardrada (direct descendent of Cnut.)
Task

Chn to identify what they think were the greatest causes over 3 areas of this part of history: what was the greatest cause of taking back Britain from the Vikings by Alfred and his successors (restructuring army, setting up forts, education, improving navy, recapturing York); the Vikings taking control again (sending more fighters, paying them, trying to assassinate them, fleeing country); and finally, the end of Viking and Anglo-Saxon Britain to the Normans (Cnut giving titles and land to Vikings, Edward the Confessor being made King and bringing his Norman friends with him, promise made that William the Conqueror could be next King and the claims to the throne.)

Chn choose what they think from each section and write WHY they think that, adding in the effects of each event to demonstrate what had happened or what might have happened:

‘I think that Alfred restructuring the army was the greatest cause of taking back Britain from the Vikings because without this, the following kings would not have been able to have fought against the Vikings as well and taken even more land back. It also meant that not everyone had to go and fight and some men could stay to do other jobs that helped bring in money.’
‘I think that paying the Vikings money was the greatest cause of the Vikings taking back control because this only caused them to attack again and ask for more money. If they hadn’t have paid them, then they might not have attacked again and Aethelred wouldn’t have tried to assassinate the elite Viking rulers.’
‘I think that Edward the Confessor being made king was the greatest cause of the end of Anglo-Saxon and Viking Britain because he brought lots of his Norman friends with him and gave them lots of power. He also promised that William could be king and if he hadn’t made that promise, William might not have invaded as he didn’t have any real right to.’
Ext – chn share their answers with a partner and see if they agree or disagree. Can they persuade their partner to make another choice? If they agree, why weren’t the others as significant?

Plenary

Quickly recap on some of the causes and effects from the lesson for each stage. Chn to share some of their answers and ask them for feedback. Who agreed, who disagreed? Is it important for us to ALL agree on one thing? What have we learnt about cause and effect – there can be multiple causes for one effect and multiple effects from one event.


	I can identify the causes and effects that brought about the end of AS and V Britain

	7
To understand the achievements of different groups throughout history and their impact nationally and internationally
	What did they achieve?
Now that we know what the relationship was like between the Anglo-Saxons and the Vikings, we need to think about what they managed to achieve. Ask the chn what some of the greatest achievements throughout history have been – accept answers form ANY period of history. Ask what made them ‘great’ and what impact did they have? Is there a difference between a national impact and an international impact? Ask if they know of any international impacts? E.g. Capt Cook’s voyages led to more accurate maps; Roman roads meant people could go places quicker around the world; Greek democracy was the start of democracy today. 

Now ask if the chn can think of any national impacts: George Stephenson’s development of the railway made seaside holidays significant; Implementation of the NHS allows us free health-care; Boudicca rallied the Britons to fight against the Romans and proved they WERE defeatable; Romans brought Christianity which changed Britain to a Christian country.

Explain that the AS and V had many various achievements. The chn should consider each one as they go through them as to whether it was a national or international achievement, or both. 

Use the PPT to go through the various achievements of the AS and V. Which ones do they think had national and international impact? How does the perspective change the importance of each achievement?

Task

Chn to use the ‘Anglo-Saxon and Vikings Achievement List’ to sort the achievements into National and International impacts using one colour for AS and one for V.

Chn to sort the achievements then suggest which is more important, national impact or international impact. Chn to also write whether each group deserves its legacy.

Plenary

Chn to suggest which they think had more national and international impacts and what they think is more important. Do they think it is actually important for a group of people to have an impact and leave a legacy?


	I can compare and contrast achievements of different groups and assess their national and international impact



	8
To identify the social structures of different groups and compare to their own
	What were their social structures like?
Ask chn to think about the way our society is structured. Do any people have more power than other people? How much power? At what level? Discuss and agree that there are different levels of authority within our country today. 

Explain that this was a similar case with both the Anglo-Saxons and the Vikings. Use the ppt to show the hierarchies of power for both groups, highlighting the similarities in their structures. Why might this be? (Geographical locations)

Explain that the King would most likely be the King of an area, rather than of the entire country, particularly as Britain was divided into lots of different Kingdoms. Very few people ever claimed to be the King of England and this was rarely ever agreed upon by everyone, especially when the Vikings raided and settled. Show the Viking Chieftain scene on Mozaik3D and explain that this would have been fairly similar for both AS and V – the King/Chieftain would have held feasts and banquets in a great hall, displaying their power through riches and weapons.

Then show the UK societal structure on the ppt and explain each step and how it works. Ask chn to consider the differences between the structures. Which one is fairer? Why do they think our system of democracy developed?

Task

Chn to be given the structure sheet (from PPT) and they are to examine the continuity and changes in British societal structures since AS and V rule. 

Chn to then use the structure sheet to help answer the questions on the Society Worksheet.
Plenary

Ask chn how AS and V societies were similar or different to today’s society. Which would you rather live in? Is one more fair or unfair than another? 

	I can explain the continuity and change in British society




	9
To identify continuity and change in housing from Roman Britain through to Viking Britain
	What were their houses and settlements like?
Ask chn what they know about Roman houses, buildings and settlements. What were they generally made from? Use an iPad connected to the IWB to show the book ‘A Street Through Time’, starting with the Roman period. Note the stone buildings, busy streets and multiple storeys. Now turn to the Anglo-Saxon period. Ask the chn what has happened to the settlement as a whole and the style of the buildings. Even though time has moved forwards, does it look like the buildings have? Explore some of the facts from the page together. 

Watch the video about Anglo-Saxon home and settlements:

Now explain that we are going to explore a Viking settlement. Turn the page of the book and look at the Viking street. Again, look at some of the changes and the similarities. Then use the Mozaik3D app/Mozaweb.com and load up the ‘Viking Settlement’ and ‘Ancient Roman Domus’ scenes. Look at the Roman house first. What do they remember about the features and what can they tell from it. Now look at the V settlement as a whole. What do they notice about the location? What is the predominant material? Why is it protected? Can they remember any other settlements that looked like this? (Iron Age Hillforts) Explore the various tabs at the bottom watch the Animation tab. Focus on the House part (1:10) Explain that Viking houses were called Longhouses because they were often rectangular in shape. Highlight that there usually wasn’t much furniture and there was usually only one or two rooms. Animals might also live inside the house during winter.
Ask chn if they think that AS or V lived in our area. How might we be able to tell? Explain that we know a lot about AS and V settlements through place names and that there are actually LOTS of place names in our area that belong to the AS and V. Anything ending in these:
-thorpe: secondary settlement (but in the Midlands could by Old English Throp meaning settlement). 

-thwaite: originally thveit, woodland clearing. 
-toft: site of a house or building. 
-keld: spring. 
-ness: promontory or headland. Note: Sheerness is Old English; Inverness is Gaelic (meaning mouth), Skegness is Old Norse
-by: farmstead, village, settlement. 
-kirk: originally kirkja, meaning church. 

Ingleby literally meant ‘English Village’ and Barwick means ‘barley farm’ – which school is just down the road from us? Barley Fields Primary! And Thornaby was named after a Viking called Thormad or Thormoth and it changed over time. Just recently, a helmet found in Yarm in the 1950s has been found to be the first ever Viking helmet found in Britain and only the second in the world! How could it have ended up in our area? (Settlement or trade)

Kirklevington means ‘Church by the River Leven’ and has some impressive stone sculptures dating to Viking times too.
Task
Use the pictures (L7 – Resources) to state the differences between both Roman and Viking housing and how things changed or stayed the same, using the terms ‘continuity’ and ‘change’
Ext: Chn to state which one they would prefer to live in and why

Plenary

Chn to share their comparisons. Class to decide if they are correct and whether they thought there was more continuity or change with housing from the Romans to the AS and V.

	I can identify the continuity and change to houses in Britain over a period of time

	10
To identify the changes in religious beliefs throughout the Anglo-Saxon period
	What was their religion like and how did it change?
Ask the chn what they think the Anglo-Saxons and Vikings believed in. Explain that we will be looking at the types of things that each group of people believed in. Explain Paganism first – believing in many gods rather than just one.

Anglo-Saxon gods:

Read the page down to the video, explaining about Roman Christianity and the Anglo-Saxon gods. Watch the video to show how the Anglo-Saxons slowly became Christians in Britain. Highlight that this was the real start to Britain becoming a Christian country.

Read out that we will be doing a comprehension (expected to groan or mumble) and then hit space/right arrow key to trigger the video. Act surprised that this video has come on and interrupted you. Watch the video that explains what we will actually be doing. We are now going to be a part of a Secret Agent Monk Force who is tasked with bringing Christianity to the Anglo-Saxons! 

Have the Mission Packs in envelopes on tables and tell chn that they can now open them. Read through the packs with them, explaining the mission, who the target is and who they will be (St Augustine in 597AD, heading to Kent to convert King Ethelbert to become a Christian.)

Task

Chn to write a report on the ‘Mission Report’ sheet in the style of a secret agent as one of the monks sent to Britain to convert the Anglo-Saxons to Christianity. Chn to use their Mission Packs to help them remember the information.

Chn should produce a report including the ‘checkpoints’ – ‘Date: 597AD; Location: Kent, Britain.
We landed on the shores of Britain and made our way to the Kingdom of Kent with one objective: Convert King Ethelbert to Christianity. We knew that he would be an easy target as his wife Bertha was already Catholic and he allowed her to keep her religion so that he could make a relationship with her father, a powerful King in France.

We reached Kent and spoke with the King. We managed to persuade him to become Christian. God be praised! He has assured us that he will convert the whole of Kent to Christianity and soon the rest of the country will do too. We are now helping him to build monasteries around the country so that people can come and worship God every day.

Also, he has promised that anyone who they meet in the future will be converted to Christianity too. Those pagans in the north of Europe will soon know the word of God!

Mission Status: Success’

Plenary

Now watch the video about Viking beliefs, pausing at certain points to highlight their pagan beliefs, burial methods (for rich Vikings only) and the afterlife.

Highlight the fact that the Vikings became Christians too as they settled in Britain and were very open to adding new Gods to their roster. Those who went back to Scandinavia took these ideas with them and Christianity spread there too.

To identify the types of food available to AS and V and V exploration
	What types of food and drink did they have and how did they acquire it?
Ask chn if food and drink are an important part of our world today? Highlight restaurants, social element, appreciating good quality foods etc. Explain that food was important to the AS and V too. Use the Anglo-Saxon Food ppt to talk about how important farming was, linking to the idea that the Roman trade networks and imports would have started to have declined, so locally sourced food was incredibly important.

Then explain that the Vikings were very similar when it came to food and drink as they were farmer-warriors too. Show the clip to see what they ate:

Highlight the difference though that the Vikings were explorers and set up trade routes around the world which meant that they might have imported foods from different parts of the world, whereas the AS simply grew what they needed. Use the link to show where the Vikings travelled to:

Now explain that food and drink were incredibly important when it came to celebrations. Both AS and V would hold feasts. Use the ‘Viking Chieftain’ scene on Mozaik3D/Mozaweb/com to show what part of a feast looked like. Explain that we are now going to become a Viking Chieftain and hold our own feast!

Task

Explain that the chn will be using the iPads to investigate some of the countries that the Vikings visited and seeing what kinds of food, drinks and special items they may have encountered using the ‘Viking Exploration (pupil)’ ppt (should be Shared to iPads for chn to load up – will automatically load onto Presentation mode so they cannot change it). Chn to then tap on the blue circles to load up the information about each place. Chn to look at each place and decide which goods they want for their feast. They should make notes on the ‘Viking Explorers Worksheet.’

Once they have made these notes, the chn can then write a ‘recount’ of the feast that they had to celebrate their successful trips abroad, highlighting the places they visited and what they got from there:

‘Today’s feast was nothing short of spectacular! Narwhal teeth were laid out on the tables along with walrus ivory from our trip to Greenland. It was a shame that Ragnar was dragged under the waters to get the walrus! However, lots of the guests loved trying seal for the first time! We didn’t get much else from there though because there wasn’t much farmland. 

To wash it down with, the drunken fools enjoyed sbiten (which we acquired from Russia), a warm, spicy drink mixed with juices. They also loved the leather skins that we brought back which will help keep them warm during the winter months. Torben thinks the beeswax that we brought back will be great for making molds for jewellery too! 

Finally, Guthram was confused by the strange, but incredibly delicious, fruits that we acquired in India. He’d never even seen a melon or a mango before, but he quickly washed it down with a jug of tea, something else that was new to him too! What he did like was the steel that we brought back, which will make excellent weapons! Unfortunately, those who died there will never get to hold them!

All in all, this has been the greatest feast that any King of this town has ever seen!’

Plenary
Chn to read out their ‘recounts’ while the class listen for accuracy and the choices that were made – did they have similar or different choices? Were they happy with ALL of the choices that they made? Should they have gambled a little bit more or been more reserved?
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Assessment
	Chn to provide a reasoned response to the statement:

The Vikings were just the same as the Anglo-Saxons and nothing but vicious raiders.

Chn can use the work and evidence from their books but should give support for their statements:

‘I disagree with the statement. Although the AS and V came from similar places and had many similarities, they were different people (gives reasons.) They were also not just vicious raiders as they often went and traded with various people around the world. To do this, you would have to be approachable and friendly etc.’

Remind chn that they can ask each other for help and that this isn’t just a ‘test.’ Chn should be expected to give a number of reasons for their answer and not just one or two. These should come from a multitude of different lessons and reference one or two sources that they have come across – Anglo-Saxon Chronicle etc. How they choose to lay out their response is up to them, so long as it clearly answers the question. Chn can share their ideas so long as they then put them into their own words.
