Short Term Planning for History
Theme: Changes in seaside holidays

	Enquiry Question: How have seaside holidays changed and what impact has that had on our area?



	Lesson Objectives

To identify similarities and differences of different time periods using simple sources and artefacts
	How can I tell where something is from?

Start the lesson by giving the class a small suitcase and tell them it has been handed in to the school office.  Explain that you need to find out who it belongs to and return it to them in the same way that the George Stephenson suitcase began our last topic.

Q. What would we need to ask to find out who it belongs to?
List relevant questions on the board e.g.:

1. What is in the suitcase?
2. How old is it?
3. Do you think it is safe?

4. Have you found out what is inside?
Mini Task

Children draw a picture of what they think the owner of the suitcase is like and what are their interests. Encourage the children to use labels (template of a person to draw around).

Include items such as a pair of flip flops, a bathing costume, a tourist guide, a small bucket, stick of rock etc. – a mixture of old/modern artefacts from the Seaside.
Recap on how you used the objects to find out about a person just like detectives. This is called ‘using evidence’ and we are getting better at it because we have been using evidence in our other history topics to find out about the lives of people and events from the past.

Establish that this person is definitely from the seaside and how there are multiple items that tell us this, not just one. Demonstrate with something like a stick of rock how this is normally associated with the seaside, but could also be from a sweet shop or factory, the bucket and spade could be from someone who dug things up for a living etc. Putting all of the items together means that we know for certain that this person is from the seaside.

Mini Task

Practise verbally first, chn to then add a sentence or two underneath their outline stating HOW they know that this person is from the seaside and how having multiple pieces of evidence tells us that.

‘I know this person is from the seaside because there is lots of evidence and not just one bit. The piece of rock might just be someone from a sweet shop.’

Plenary

Chn share their sentences and the rest of the class check to see that it makes sense. Can they work what evidence might be needed to tell where someone else comes from? What about someone who lived on a boat? What about someone who lived in a forest?

To identify what kinds of features were involved in Victorian seaside resorts
	What were Victorian seasides like?

Recap on what we found out in the last lesson about the things that we associate with the seaside – buckets, spades, bathing costumes, rock etc. Explain that those were all modern items and that today, we’re going to look at when seaside holidays started and how they were different.

Show a quick timeline that includes Stephenson and highlight where the Victorian period was. Relate the fact that George existed throughout the Victorian period. What was George famous for again? Recap on the development of the railways and how they helped to speed up transport. 

Ask chn where the nearest seaside resorts are to us? Guide them towards Redcar and Saltburn. Explain that Redcar and Saltburn became popular seaside towns during the Victorian period largely because of the train networks that George had helped to build. People could now go to the seaside and back in a single day, just like we can now in our cars. This was very exciting and going on trains was much cheaper and much quicker.

Now explore some of the things that people might have done at the seaside during Victorian times – eating ice creams, fish and chips, Punch and Judy shows, riding donkeys, paddling in the sea, listening to music and seeing shows, sunbathing and building sand castles. Show pictures of ‘bathing machines’ and explain that people might use these to go and change into. Then show pictures of bathing costumes. Also highlight the use of piers and how they originated in Victorian times too. Finally, highlight that some of the bigger resorts may have also had funfairs with merry-go-rounds and other small rides too. Ask the chn to think about how many of those things still happen today and how they might have changed over time. Are they exactly the same today as they were in Victorian times?

Task

Chn to sort the seaside activities into 2 groups – things have changed and things that have stayed the same. Stick them into the columns. For things that have changed, can they write a few words or a short sentence about how it has changed and add in 1 or 2 things that have been added now – arcade machines etc. Highlight that we might still do the same activities but the way that we do them might have changed – that is up to the children to decide where to put them and ask for their reasoning. Chn could also do a Venn diagram if confident.

Plenary

Chn talk about which elements have changed and what has stayed the same. How have these things changed over time? Would they rather go to the seaside now or back in Victorian times?

To identify the features of local Victorian seaside resorts
	How did Redcar and Saltburn grow in the Victorian period?

Ask chn what they think of when you say ‘Redcar’ – Ice creams? Beach? Arcades? Pier? Etc. Explain that some of these things were actually around a long time ago when Redcar first became a popular seaside destination. Recap on what helped to make it popular (railways, speed, price) 

Explain that we’re going to be looking at how Redcar and Saltburn grew as seaside towns so that we can see how much they have changed over time. We’re then going to look at what caused these changes in the next lesson.  Talk about Redcar’s growth due to the railways expanding in 1846 there and people now being able to go to the seaside for the day much easier. Use the link to show Redcar in the 1850s (it’s located at the top in the middle):

Highlight the railway that goes pretty much all the way around the top edge of the map – this was connected to Middlesbrough, Stockton and Darlington, meaning that all of those people could get to and from Redcar now.

The railway was then added to in 1861 to go to Saltburn and a pier was built at Saltburn in 1868. Use the link to show Saltburn around 1893 and head towards to the top of the map where it says Saltburn Sands – locate the pier and look at the end of it – what is there? Lots of people then wanted to go to Saltburn too but they found it too hard going up and down the cliff from the town to the pier, so the lift was built around 1884 and is one of the oldest lifts in the world!  Can they also see the mark where the lift is opposite the pier?

In 1872, the Redcar Racecourse was opened and so lots of people kept going to Redcar to go and watch horse racing, as well as visiting the seaside. Both places were very popular and lots of people started moving to the area because it was so nice and because there were lots of jobs due to the rising iron and steel industries.

Look at the pictures of old Redcar and Saltburn and pick out elements that either they recognise today or things that have changed massively – fashion, buildings, horse and cart, sea defences etc.

Task

Chn to film a short video using various props/pictures about what Victorian Redcar/Saltburn were like. This could be individual or in small groups. They should highlight that the railways helped them to grow and some of the features of each place like the beaches, piers, Redcar Racecourse, Saltburn lift, Valley Gardens etc.

Plenary

Share the videos with the class and have them feedback about whether they have included some of the important features of each place. Have they explained what helped both places to grow?

To identify the changes within living memory of seaside holidays
	What caused seaside holidays to change?

Recap on what helped seaside holidays in our area to grow and what some of the features were. Ask chn if they think places like Redcar and Saltburn have changed since and whether they are as busy as they were in some of the photos that they saw last lesson. 

Establish that, although the seasides are still pretty busy, less and less people are choosing to go to them for holidays, and are now going to them more for day trips. What do they think has caused this? Watch some of the clips to see what Redcar looked like around 60/70 years ago:

Explore the kinds of holidays that they have been on or know that other people have been on – what kinds of transport did they use? Highlight that lots of people are now able to fly to different countries now and that it’s pretty cheap. Why might people want to go to another country? If lots of people started going on holidays to other countries on planes, what did that mean for the seasides? Has anybody been on holiday on a boat before or know someone that has been on a cruise? Link to the Titanic and how big ships became popular for holidays as people could spend all of their time on the boat and be entertained. Holidays like cruises have become more affordable so more people have chosen to do them instead of going to the seaside. Also, the weather is most likely going to be a lot better in other countries than here.

Task

Explain that, from the 1960s onwards, the seasides started to suffer and less people were going there for holidays because of planes and boats and how easy it was to travel to other places compared to before. This means that lots of people had a different experience of the same thing. How do you think a shop owner at the seaside felt when less people were coming to the seaside? How do you think ordinary people felt when they could go abroad instead of just to the seaside? How do you think the travel agents felt when more people were buying foreign holidays? Let the chn have a few minutes role play as each character.

Chn to place the different pictures above or below the line depending on what each person might think about holidays abroad. Challenge them to think carefully about a few of them like the ordinary people – do they JUST want to go abroad or did it just give them more choice? What about people who live at the seaside? Do they like all of the tourists there? Why live there if they don’t like it?

If able, chn can write a few sentences about a handful of different people from the task and explain their choices.

Plenary

Choose chn to come and play the various roles and are questioned by the class about how they felt. Assess which chn have understood and which need a bit more input.

To identify changes within living memory of local seaside resorts
	How have seaside holidays in our area changed?

Recap on how different people had have a different experience of the changes in seaside holidays – some people really liked the changes and some didn’t. But what did those changes mean to our area?

Ask who has been on holiday and what kind of holiday they went on? Was it a ‘seaside holiday’ where most of it was spent at the beach? Did you go abroad? Did you go somewhere and then visit lots of other places using the car/bus/train? Highlight that there are lots of different types of holidays now, whereas back in Victorian times and in the 1950s, there was only really one type of holiday for most people – the seaside.

Has anybody been to Redcar or Saltburn recently? Did they notice a difference between the seafronts and the towns? Unfortunately, Redcar has now got lots of empty, cheap or charity shops because lots of the area is quite poor because fewer people are going to the seaside for holidays so they are spending less money there. Saltburn is only a very small town which doesn’t have many shops, and those that they have are similar to Redcar. However, lots of money HAS been spent on making the seafront look nicer to try and attract people to both Redcar and Saltburn. New sea defences have been added, money has been spent on new attractions and money has been spent generally just trying to add more things for people to do and to make it look nicer so that they stay there longer.

Task

Chn write short sentences underneath each set of pictures explaining what has happened.

‘Some shops are empty now because not many people are spending money in the town.’

‘New rides have been built to bring more people to the seaside.’

‘More people are going on holiday to other places instead of the seaside.’

Chn could be challenged to write/explain what their experience of Redcar or Saltburn is – ‘We go for the day/few hours, we have an ice cream, play on the beach and then we go home. We don’t spend a lot of money when we go.’

Plenary 
Chn share their sentences and the class feedback to them about what they have put. Have they correctly suggested how the area has changed?

To identify the similarities, differences, changes and impacts of seaside holidays throughout time
	Assessment – Do YOU think seaside holidays have changed and how has that affected our area?
Remind chn of the things that we’ve looked at as a part of this topic:

· What seaside holidays were like in the past

· How local seasides grew in the past

· How and why holidays changed recently

· How these changes impacted our area

Explain that we are going to be proper historians and try to answer an important questions because that’s what historians do. Given what we’ve learnt about, do THEY think that holidays have changed all that much and have those changes affected our area in any way?

Start by asking chn to decide whether they think holidays have changed or have stayed the same – list some of the ways that they have changed.

Then ask if this has affected our area – list some ways that it has affected our area.

Ask chn if they agree with this or not. If possible, can they explain why they agree or disagree?

Assessment

If possible, chn can select if they think holidays have changed or stayed the same, list a few changes and then some of the impacts.

Alternatively, ask chn individually and record oral responses, noting any reasoning and any developments in historical skill and ability.
